So,if  have given a
target over which I have no control
and I'm in the private sector, [ would
be talking to my management and
saying,I can’t do anything about it as
it requires somebody else to pitch in.
That somebody else also has other
considerations and stakeholders to

consider.This issue is not peculiar to
India. Many other countries are also
debating whether they should target
headline or core inflation.Aswe
become $7 trillion or 10 trillion
economy, the share of food will come
down,and then the distinction
between headline inflation and

core inflation will disappear.

So,foralarge developing

economy with a huge share of
food item, even though it has
come down over theyears,itisa
very relevant question to raise.

Areyou suggesting arelook at the
China Plus One strategy?

I’'masking for re-examination.A
balance is required between importing
goods and importing capital. Brazil
and Turkey banned the import of
vehicles,but then theyincentivized
them (the Chinese) to invest in their
own country.We have alarge trade
imbalancewith China.Soit'sa
question of choosing the right balance
between importing onatraderoute
and importing on a capital route.

What is yourview on increasing
retail participation in the
equity market?

The participation of retail
investors in the capital market has
actually created a very good buffer for
Indian markets in general, given an
additional saving option or additional
deployment of savings for our
households in the last fouryears. So,
capital market participation by retail
investorsisaveryhealthyand avery
welcome thing. Speculative trading in
futures and options are not exactly
benefiting households or the purpose
of capital formation in the economy.

How can low greenium in India’s
sovereign green bonds be addressed?

The greenium (premium for green
bonds)is an issue that plaguesall
green bond issuances across the
world. It is not that somethingis
lacking in India's offering. We have a
very high green rating. Greenium for
Indiais fairly of the same order that
youwill find elsewhere aswell. It is
only going toimprove.
